Alternatives For Enrichment
Afterschool Program at Frisbee School

Safe Alternatives for Enrichment is our afterschool program for children in
grades K-8. We offer children the opportunity to play, explore, and create

in a supervised and nurturing environment. SAFE is a licensed program, operating under the
guidelines set by the State of Maine. SAFE is held at Frisbee School and is open Monday
thru Friday 2-6:00 p.m. Children attending from Mitchell or Shapleigh are bussed to Frisbee

at the end of the school day. SAFE offers homework time, outdoor/indoor recreation, and
arts & crafts on a daily basis. This is a great place for your child to interact with others,
learn new skills, and stay safe after school hours end. The SAFE Program is also open on
half days, parent/teacher conference days, and vacation days. All children need to be
registered with the program in order to participate in program activities. You can register
your child for the SAFE Program at the Recreation Center located at 2 Cole Street. The
S.A.F.E. Program s closed on snow days. A registration fee of $25 per child is due
and a payment for the current session must be paid in full at the time of registering

your child. This will guarantee your child’s spot at the program. A registration
packetis available at the Recreation Office, 2 Cole Street, Kittery or call 439-3800.
