Day One:  The trip will start by packing up the van and driving 
three and a half hours north to beautiful Northern Maine, where 
we will set up our camp in a rustic log cabin. After we get settled, 
we will go for a hike to Moxie Falls, one of New England’s Highest 
Water Falls, and we’ll have a chance to swim and enjoy the 
summer weather--and that’s only day one! 
Day Two: We will wake up early in the morning, and raft the 
Kennebec River and  enjoy lunch on the river. We will watch a 
DVD and slide show of the day and then return to camp.  This 
river trip is to prepare us and give us a taste of what is to come 
for day three. 
Day Three: We will wake up early and drive to the West Branch 
of Maine’s Penobscot River, which features heart pumping 
whitewater for the truly adventurous paddler.  The Penobscot 
River runs along the border of Baxter State Park in full view of 
Mt. Katahdin. The scenery alone is worth the trip and if we are 
quiet enough we may be lucky and catch a moose drinking from 
the river.  
Day Four: All good things must come to an end and we will pack up 
the van, clean up our camp and return home to the Recreation 
Center with many wonderful stories to tell your families.  
What’s Included: Round trip transportation, all equipment 
(including wet suits if needed), two BBQ lunches on the river, all 
fees rafting, lodging and meals, and lot’s of fun!
